How to Sign Up for Meets

The entry process is easy once you get the hang of it. By the time your child is in the blue group they
should be able to complete their own entries.

What you will need.:

1. Your child's USA Swimming Registration humber. This is a fourteen character identification number:
your child’s birth date followed by the first three letters of their first name, their middle initial and the first
four letters of their last name. The number should look like this: mmddyyfffimill. Your USA swimming dues
must be current to be eligible to swim.

2. The name of the swim team: AQUAZOT SWIM CLUB. The team code is AZOT.

3. Meet form: The meet form will have all the information you need to enter and attend the meet: address
and directions to the pool, who to make checks payable to (Southern California Swimming), address to
mail completed forms, event numbers, qualifying times (if necessary), and other rules specific to the meet.
Meet forms are available from your coach, the Swim Office, or at www.socalswim.org under "meets".

4 Entry card: These are available in the Swim Office, or at www.socalswim.org under "forms". Itisa
good idea to make a copy of the completed form for reference, should your form get lost in the mail.

5. Events your child is swimming. Initially, the coach will assist your child with which events to enter.
Eventually, with maturity and experience, your swimmer will be able to determine this on his/her own. If
there is any question, always confer with your coach.

6. Your child's best times from this season or the previous swim season.
7. A self-addressed stamped envelope. Enclose this with your entry. It will be mailed back to you as
proof your entry was received. You can also purchase a proof of mailing certificate at the post office, and

if your entry is lost in the mail your swimmer will be allowed to compete with no penalty. If you miss the
entry postmark deadline, you may hand deliver the entry form by the date specified on the form.

Other Meet Information:

What is BRW?

There are certain time standards that distinguish between "Blue" (B), "Red" (R) and "White" (W) catego-
ries. These standards are posted under “Time Standards” on the Southern California Swimming Website
(www.socalswim.org). There is also a Southern California Swim Guide available for purchase in the
Swim COffice and at swim meets. This is a useful reference to have at swim meets. All swimmers who
have not competed before will participate in a “White” meet. In this case, "NT" (no time) should be en-
tered next to the event number on the entry card. Once they swim in a meet their times can be used to de-
termine eligibility in future meets.

What if my family can’t make a meet once we’ve entered?

Notify your coach and the Timing Coordinator ASAP. Your coach needs to know whether or not you plan
on being there. Also if you're signed up to time you will need to find a replacement timer. No refunds are
given.
